What’s Missing Batik Cloths
 

Objectives (Students will be able to):

· Demonstrate understanding that the visual arts can help convey thoughts and emotions.

· Communicate an idea that is otherwise difficult to talk about.

· Experiment with the batiking process.

 

Materials:
White squares of fabric, one per student (ours were approx 1.5 ft)

Masking tape

Paintbrushes

Elmer’s glue

Cold water dye

Spray bottles, one per color of dye

Plastic bags

Sewing machine (optional)

 

Initiation:

Show “What’s missing?” Power Point presentation.  Ask students what is missing from each photograph. 

Explain to students that every person has something they are missing, and that they are to come up with a way of representing their missing piece on their square of fabric.

 

Procedures: (Teacher Prep: masking tape each square of fabric to the tables)

· Demonstrate painting on the cloth with the Elmer’s Glue.

· Students may draw their symbol, picture, or word in pencil before painting it in glue.

· Allow glue to dry.

· Spray each square with desired colors of dye.

· Wrap in plastic for at least 4 hours.

· Rinse. 

· Wash in washing machine.

· Dry

 

Closure: Teacher can sew squares together to create a missing piece quilt to display.  Ask students to view the quilt now and discover how something painful or upsetting can be turned into something beautiful and useful with the right perspective.

 

Assessment:
Teacher observation of participation and completion of project.
